LEGISLATOR JOHN MILLS TO ADDRESS THE BOARD



Supervisor Eppolito introduced Legislator John Mills.  He was going to address roads.  Leg. Mills informed those present the roads that have been maintained by the County.  Springville-Boston Road has been re-opened.  He presented a list to the 
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highway superintendent for his review.  Leg. Mills stated that $600,000 has been re-instated to the County budget for roads.  



-The legislature will now have 11 legislators.  His district has been changed.  He has lost Colden and Aurora and gained Eden.


-Leg. Mills has obtained $25,000 for the Springville Center of the Arts

for capital improvement towards their roof and an additional $14,000 in operational monies.



-Supervisor Eppolito asked about library dedicated funding may be gone.

It has been discussed that it could be a separate organization.  Leg. Mills is against it and it looks like it will be a referendum in 2013.  He feels it should be kept under County authorization.
