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TOWN OF CONCORD TOWN BOARD MEETING

December 13, 2012
6:30 p.m. Work Session
Glenn Cooley of E&M Engineers addressed the Board during Work Session regarding the condition of the Lucy Bensley Center and the work that needs to be done to the building.  Originally this was to be a three phase project.  Discussion about the suspended ceiling and patching the plaster on the cathedral ceiling session.  The building currently has no insulation. Asbestos is also an issue.  Discussion as to removal of the asbestos.  The electrical system and lighting was also discussed.   Discussion about the heating system in Phase II which would be a heating and cooling system. Another major part is the entrance to the building.  The brick has been damaged due to the winter salt application.  Discussed bidding procedures and how there could be additions and deletions to the bid to keep the price within range.  It will be necessary to vacate the building during this work and the Town is not responsible for the Historical Society items which are housed in the building.  It will be the responsibility of the Historical Society.  The outside of the building needs mortar pointing around the building as well as the chimney and there are a few shingles that are missing and would need to be replaced.  Other outside work would be grading of the ground surface to help prevent further water damage.  Some outside painting is also necessary.  Phase I cost would change and be an additional $5,000 if the ceiling is found to be in a condition that it could be not repaired and had to be replaced.  It is difficult currently to see above the suspended ceiling tile that is there.  Phase I construction was $46,000.  Mr. Cooley noted that the new costs adding Phase I and Phase II would be around $103,000.    Councilman Salzler suggested that the Town bid out Phase I and Phase II with the additions and deletions and see how the bids come in. The Security System, heat and smoke detectors are current and are usable but would need to be re-wired with any new ceiling.   If the Board authorizes Mr. Cooley to bid out, he would suggest it be bid out in early January with a three week time frame for bids to be returned.  The Town would also have to give the Chamber time to vacate the premises.  Mr. Cooley will be retiring on December 28, 2012, but will assist the Town throughout the project.  The members thanked Mr. Cooley and he left at 7:10 p.m.

rear shop overhead heaters.  Since this is a budgeted item in the 2013 budget, no permission from the Board is required at this time.  Hwy Supt Dains will proceed.
2)  Hwy Supt Dains presented his Agreement to Spend Town 
Highway Funds for the Year 2013 to the Board.  Councilman Snyder questioned the  amount for General Repairs in 2012 because of the amount spent on Smith Road.  Councilman Krezmien moved the adoption of Resolution 21, seconded by Councilwoman King:



WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of Section 284 of the Highway Law, we agree that monies levied and collected for the repair and improvement of highways, and received from New York State for the repair and improvement of highways, shall be expended as follows:

1.  General Repairs – The sum of $229,550.07 may be expended for

general repairs upon 24.22CL miles of town highways, including sluices, culverts and bridges having a span of less than five feet and boardwalks or the renewal thereof.

2.  Improvements – The following sum shall be set aside

to be expended for the Improvement of town highways:

a)
On Chaise Road, starting at the intersection @ Cattaraugus Street and

ending at bottom of hill, a distance of .72 miles, there shall be expended not over the sum of $10,000. Type Top: Asphalt. Width of traveled surface: 20 feet.  Thickness Top: 1 @ ½ inches. Thickness Binder: 4 inches. Other: Under drainage @ pavement repair.

b)
On Various Roads a distance of 8-12 miles, there shall be expended 
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not over the sum of $150,000+.  Type Top: CHIP’s Program.  Other: Distance @amount of cost is relative to oil index.

c)
On Various Roads, a distance of 24.22 CL miles, there shall be

expended not over the sum of $40,000+/-.  Other:  Asphalt hot mix for drag paving & hot patching.  Severity of winter will determine the extent required.

Councilman Salzler will discuss with Carl Emerling to see about applying for the Ford Grant for a new van in the future.  Motion made by Councilman Salzler, seconded by Councilman Krezmien, to accept the low bid of Emerling Ford at $16,365 with the Premium Maintenance Plan at a cost of $2,125.  Councilwoman King, Councilman Krezmien, Salzler & Snyder; Supervisor Eppolito, voting aye.  Carried.  Supervisor Eppolito will send a letter and inform Emerling Ford of our decision.   
c)  Boys & Girls Club – use of town park – Supervisor Eppolito noted 

that he had received a letter from the Boys & Girls Club of Springville requesting permission to utilize the Concord Community Baseball Park for their annual Snowshoe Softball Tournament to be held on Saturday, January 26, 2013 from 7 a.m. to 5 p.m.  The Boys & Girls Club will instruct teams and spectators that there is to be no glass bottles at the park.  Supervisor Eppolito noted that he will contact Mr. Basehart, Director, and ask to be supplied with a copy of their insurance.  Motion by Councilman Krezmien, seconded by Councilman Salzler, to approve the Boys & Girls Club’s use of the Community Baseball Park on January 26, 2013.  Councilwoman King, Councilmen Krezmien, Salzler & Snyder; Supervisor Eppolito, voting aye.  Carried

f) Local Law re: awarding best value for purchase contracts  - Supervisor Eppolito asked the Board  to review the memo and proposed resolution regarding awarding best value for purchase contracts.  This local law would permit the Town to use the “best value” standard in awarding Purchase Contracts (including contracts for service work, but excluding any Purchase Contracts necessary for completion of a Public Works Contract pursuant to Article 8 of the Labor Law) by competitive bidding or accepting offers for purchase.  Best value is defined as the basis for awarding contracts which optimize quality, cost and efficiency among responsive and responsible bidders.  This would allow best value rather than lowest responsive and responsible bidder as an option.  In January the Public Hearing date could be set and the Board could act on it in February.  


g) Perkins Trailer Park and Springville Mobile Home Park – CEO Atkinson had inspected the premises and the Town Board needs to approve the Mobile Home Permits – Perkins Trailer Park and Springville Mobile Home Park.  Town Clerk Schweikert will send out the Renewals to each of them.   Motion by Councilman Salzler, seconded by Councilwoman King, to approve the Mobile Home Court Permits – Perkins Trailer Park and Springville Mobile Home Park.
