Approval of Minutes
a) August 7, 2012

ITEM #5:
 Code Changes (Items Previously Tabled)

24.  Storage Pods.  Allowed under which circumstances and for what length of time.  J. Jozwiak noted that Village CEO Kaleta informed him that the Village has nothing right now regarding pods although there is discussion about requiring a permit and plot plan showing location.  The Village is also considering doing something with  “bagsters.”  Discussion about pods being rented and/or pods owned by the homeowner and how this might affect any verbiage as well as an appropriate length of time that the pod could be on a parcel without it just being a shed.  Enforcement will continue to be an issue.  Chairman Zittel has a meeting in Hamburg later this week and check with them and see how they are handling this matter.  Tabled for further input.


25.  Solar Energy/photo-voltaic permit fees.  CEO requested this change/addition.  A permit would be necessary when it’s going back into the grid to ensure safety.  An electrical inspection would be required so the CEO would just verify that the inspection had been done.  J. Jozwiak made the motion, seconded by J. Edbauer, 
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to include on the fee schedule a fee of $50 for solar energy/photo-voltaic permits.  All in favor.  Carried.
ITEM #6: 
Business from the Members:

a)  Discussion about fracking.  Some of the members have concerns about fracking and will obtain more information to bring back to the Board.
b) J. Zybert noted that she had followed up regarding the Farmland Protection Plan and was informed that the program is no longer included in NYS Agricultural & Markets.

c) Chairman Zittel questioned if the Code had anything regarding a permanent yard sale which apparently is taking place at a Buffalo Road residence.  G. Donhauser noted that our Code states that nothing can be in the 50’ front set back.
