Approval of Minutes
a)  November 5, 2013.

Chairman Zittel asked for comments or questions regarding the November minutes.  L. Kelly made the motion, seconded by J. Jozwiak, to approve the minutes as presented.  All in favor.  Carried.

ITEM #5:
Business from the Floor
a) Chairman Zittel and J. Jozwiak had attended a training program called One

Region Forward.  They found it to be informational and hands on.  They discussed how they were asked to work with a map and indicate where they would put in a Village atmosphere, housing, duplexes, strip malls, medical corridors; and what should be protected or remain the same such as forestry, farmland, nature trails, and infrastructure such as trains, buses and major highways.  These maps will then be compiled and put together to show what could be the profile of Western New York by 2050.  

b)  G. Donhauser informed the members that he has been in discussion with CEO

Atkinson regarding the sign permit for the Mortons Corners Baptist Church and told CEO Atkinson that he would discuss this matter with the Planning Board and bring their discussion back to CEO Atkinson.  G. Donhauser believes that the sign is too big.  
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Discussion about sign size, double-sided signs, distance of the road, and if the sizes should be changed in the Code Book.  The sign is already up on the premises.  The members agreed that the sign should be made to conform to the Code.  G. Donhauser will report this back to CEO Atkinson.
c)  G. Donhauser also discussed with CEO Atkinson the renewal building permit 

for the Horschel property.  This permit has been renewed five times even though our permits are only renewable one time.  Discussion about Stop Work Orders and how Stop Work Order signs could be posted on premises.  
d)  G. Donhauser also discussed with CEO Atkinson the Bursee & Bursee 

property on Trevett Road.  G.Donhauser believes that the new house being built may not be in compliance.  It appears that CEO Atkinson does not yet have a survey of the property and the house is already up.  Depending upon any split of the land, the existing home parcel and the new home parcel need to be conforming.  A split cannot make the parcel non-conforming.  The new home may not be far enough away from the side lot lines of the existing home parcel.  According to the Assessor’s Office, the owner made up their own house number.  The culvert pipe for the driveway was put in without the appropriate permit from the County.  


The Planning Board members would like to request that Councilman Salzler, Planning Board Liaison, attend one of the Planning Board meetings to discuss CEO office issues, as well as any other matters the members feel Councilman Salzler could relay to the Town Board.
