ITEM #7:
Business from the Floor
a) Chairman Zittel and J. Jozwiak had attended a training seminar in East
Aurora in December  (New York Planning Federation Planning and Zoning Board Training) and said that it was one of the best they had attended.  J. Edbauer noted that he and G. Donhauser had attended this seminar before.  J. Jozwiak informed that other members of the topics discussed: parking lots/islands and how snow removal affects them; connecting roads that connect parking lots such by Aldi and Walmart so that traffic does not have to go back on the main road; parking in the rear of buildings instead of the front, natural fencing, sign height.

b)  Chairman Zittel informed the Board that Grottanelli on Summit Lane 
is thinking about making their property a year round camp ground instead of just having the Hog Holiday once yearly.  Discussion as to a noise ordinance.  Chairman Zittel had a copy of the Town of Evans noise ordinance and J. Jozwiak reviewed it quickly.   Discussion as to whether Grottanelli would have to come before the Planning Board to get a Special Use Permit and then the Planning Board could implement limits e.g. noise restrictions.  Discussed decibel levels and how terrain could affect such levels.  The Board will await further contact from Supervisor Eppolitto if Grottanelli decides to proceed. 
c)  Chairman Zittel wondered if there was a status update on the Duwe 
Lawsuit.  Darlene to check with Town Attorney Barone.

d)  G. Donhauser informed that Board that Ed Kessler passed away.
e) G. Donhauser noted that it was Darlene’s birthday last week and it is

f)  Darlene noted that G. Donhauser has requested that the Code Changes be brought up for review at the next meeting and then the Planning Board can recommend the changes to the Town Board.
