Supervisor Eppolito opened the meeting at 9:25 a.m.  
ITEM #1:
EAST CONCORD FIRE DEPARTMENT, INC.

Supervisor Eppolito noted that the Public Hearing was just held on behalf of the East Concord Fire Department and asked for a motion to authorize Supervisor Eppolito and Town Attorney Barone to sign the letter addressed to David Lewis at Evans Bank.  Town Attorney Barone read the letter into the Minutes:

“Please be advised that a Public Hearing was held at 9 a.m. on July 29, 2013, followed by a Special Meeting relative to East Concord Fire Department, Inc.  As such, kindly note that East Concord Fire Department, Inc., has complied with Sections 147(f) and 150(e) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.  Accordingly, East Concord Fire Department, Inc., in our opinion, is entitled to a tax-free interest rate.  Should you need anything further, kindly contact me.  Thank you.”
Motion by made Councilman Krezmien, seconded by Councilman Salzler, to authorize Supervisor Eppolito and Town Attorney Barone to sign the letter to Evans Bank on behalf of East Concord Fire Department, Inc.  Councilmen Krezmien & Salzler; Supervisor Eppolito, voting aye.  Councilman Snyder and Councilwoman King, excused.  Carried.  Town Attorney Barone will forward the letter to Evans Bank and Town Clerk Schweikert will mail a copy of the letter to the East Concord Fire Department, Inc.
ITEM #2:
COUNCILMAN’S NOTES
A. Discussion about the current situation in the Assessor’s Office.  

(1) With Ruby Bruce’s retirement at the end of September and Dawn

Martin’s planned trip, Ms. Martin has asked the Board to allow her to close 
her office from August 14th to August 23rd.  She would advertise this closure in the Springville Journal.  Discussion only.  No action taken.
(2) Ms. Martin is accepting resumes for the Assessment Clerk position in 

her office.  Discussion about the salary for this position.  Supervisor Eppolito feels the salary should be $14/hour which would be $25,480 plus the benefit of health insurance and NYS Retirement.  The six month probationary period would apply so the salary would be 80% of that figure, $11.20/hour for six months.   Discussion only.  No action taken.
B. Town Attorney Barone noted that the Prosecutor’s Office is in need of a fan or air conditioning unit.  Safety issues were also discussed.  There are times when both Court Officers are in the Court Room so she would also like another panic button to be installed in that office.  These matters can be addressed with the Judges.  
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C.  Supervisor Eppolito discussed financing options for the Lucy Bensley Center

repairs.  Since this building is not directly used for Town functions, it is not eligible for a BAN.   It might be possible to borrow from the A Account and pay it back over a two year period.

D.  Councilman Salzler asked Supervisor Eppolito if the Cattaraugus Water Street District project would be sent out to bid.   Supervisor Eppolito noted that he has been in contact with Mark Alianello and this project will be going out to bid soon.  

E.  Supervisor Eppolito informed the Board that there is grant money available to study the possibility of combining the Crane Ridge Water District and the Kissing Bridge Water District.  Last year no one applied for this grant money.  

F. Supervisor Eppolito noted that the Prescription Drug Drop Box has been installed at the Control Center instead of the Town Hall location because the Town Hall is not open 24/7.
