b) SEQR- Shaver (ROLOC) Annexation – Supervisor Eppolito is waiting 

for contact from the Village Attorney as to the procedure.  To expedite this matter, he will be asking the Board to approve certain items tonight and will follow up with the Village to finalize this annexation.

(1)  Supervisor Eppolito advised that the SEQR has been prepared for the 
ROLOC Annexation to the Village.  It may be that the Town might not have to do a SEQR; that the matter could proceed with just the Village SEQR.  The first step then is to name the Town Board as lead agency.

(2) Supervisor Eppolito informed the Board that as Chief Officer of the 
Town, he found the short-form SEQR to be in order and asks the Board for a motion to declare the negative declaration.  There would be no major impact on the environment.  George Donhauser questioned if the short-form SEQR was sufficient because of the parcel is over 10 acres.  Supervisor Eppolito advised that he believes this is sufficient for this purpose because it is really a Village matter.  It is not solely based on acreage.
