#4:
Approval of Minutes
a) November 4, 2014.

Chairman Zittel asked for comments or questions regarding the November minutes.    L. Kelly made the motion, seconded by J. Jozwiak, to approve the minutes as presented.  All in favor.  Carried.  
ITEM #5:
Business from the Members

.  a) J. Jozwiak asked for a follow up on the KB Moto and Crane Ridge matter discussed last month.  Councilman Drake advised that the parties appeared at the November Town Board meeting and discussed the matter.  A committee was formed consisting of two people from KB, two residents from Crane Ridge who are in favor of the events and two residents who are not in favor, two people from Abbott Hill and Special Counsel Attorney Dan Spitzer.  This committee will meet in hopes of coming up with a solution that will satisfy all parties involved.
b) Discussed the Gernatt Pit.  There was no new information from the DEC on 

the application.  Reviewed the Assessor’s map of that area.  From the map it appears that Gernatt does have road access from SBL#323.00-1-5.  This is a 24.18 acre parcel located 
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just west of the Niagara Mohawk Power Corp. Right of Way.   Members question whether this parcel will be transferred to Dewald in the future.  Reviewing the map shows that the Ruth Gentner parcel (SBL#323.00-1-2.1) is already a landlocked parcel.  The copy of the Gentner deed in the description states that this is an interior parcel without access to a public street.  Discussion about the Gentner use of the abandoned section of Mayo Road to get to her premises.  
c) G. Donhauser questioned if the Mining Permits and Junkyard Permits were 

mailed out.  Secretary Schweikert advised that that is the responsibility of Denise Ciszak at the Supervisor’s Office but she would check with Denise tomorrow.  Discussion about the McCarthy Pit and whether the Pit needs to be renewed if the McCarthys are not mining it.  Up to 1,000 yards could be removed from the Pit without the Town’s permit being renewed if the New York State permit is valid.  If the McCarthys did this and later chose to start mining again, they would just have to reapply to the Town for the permit.
d)  Discussion about the E-Waste building.  Councilman Drake informed the 

members that the Town is now being charged to pick up the items (TVs) and that the Town Board at their November meeting decided that for the months of January, February and March the building will be closed.  This is due to the complications of plowing the snow in the parking lot.  Supervisor Eppolito will advertise this closure.  The closing will take place a couple days into January to allow for residents to dispose of their E-Waste after the holidays.

e) L. Kelly advised that the new bridge on Route 219 appears to be buckling.

The support walls are moving.
