By changing the telephone service providing the Town will save approximately $1,700/year.  (2) Senator Gallivan would like the Town’s support for a resolution to amend General Municipal Law in relation to the Town of Concord Industrial Development Agency to expand the corporate limits of the Town of Concord Industrial Development Agency to the Towns of Brant, Colden, Collins, Holland, North Collins, Sardinia, and Wales.  This Bill would allow any of these towns to join the Concord IDA.  This would give a town with no IDA the opportunity to join another IDA.  The Town Supervisor of that Town would have a right to veto any project affecting that Town.  (3)  Mark Alianello has submitted a Contract Amendment for the Engineering Services for Re-Bid of the Craneridge Sewer Project.  This will be bid out in March.  

Supervisor Eppolito noted that the cemeteries are all having troubles financially.  Deputy Town Attorney Barone will be attending a conference and one of the seminars he will be attending will be on this topic.  Supervisor Eppolito will be asking the Board to authorize him to do a Request for Proposal for the mowing of not only Spaulding Road Cemetery but also Mortons Corners and East Concord.  Discussion about letting the cemeteries go dormant and not selling any other gravesites.  Maplewood Cemetery has submitted paperwork on the Agenda tonight asking the Board for a contribution to be utilized toward the purchase price of a new mower.  The Town budget line for all cemeteries is $3,000.  Members discussed amount and agreed on $1,000.

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r)  Highway Superintendent Report.  Hwy Supt Dains read his filed report.  
(1) It had been a busy month and he thanked the Board again for
the personnel to run a second shift.  The department can now maintain the roads throughout the night.
(2) The salt storage which has been discussed on the television 
does not affect municipalities and government entities.  He has received assurances that we are save for the balance of the year.   The department is running right around the 100% mark on quota on the State bid and 70% on the County bid.  Should the department go over their 120% allotment the prices increases.  
(3) Hwy Supt Dains presented his Agreement to Spend Town 

Highway Funds and ask for the Board’s approval.  Motion by Councilman Krezmien, seconded by Councilman Drake, to approve Hwy Supt Dains Agreement to Spend Town Highway Funds.  Councilmen Krezmien, Salzler & Drake; Supervisor Eppolito, voting aye; Councilwoman King, excused.  Carried.  Supervisor Eppolito and the Councilmen present signed the Agreement tonight and Town Clerk Schweikert will contact Councilwoman King for her signature.
(4) Hwy Supt Dains requested the Boards’ approval to attend the 

Annual Advocacy Day in Albany is March 4th and 5th.   This is the lobbying for CHIP’s funds.  They will also lobby for the State to fund their DOT’s and Thruway Authorities with much needed work on their own road systems. (6) Hwy Supt Dains requested to the Board’s permission to 

purchase a new portable gasoline generator.  The cost may exceed $1,000 and therefore requires Board approval.  Motion by Councilman Krezmien, seconded by Councilman Drake, to allow Hwy Supt Dains to purchase a new portable gasoline generator.    Councilmen Krezmien, Salzler & Drake; Supervisor Eppolito, voting aye; Councilwoman King, excused.  Carried.

(7) Hwy Supt Dains informed the Board that he has been working

on the specifications for the new single axle truck chassis and pickup truck. b) Resolution of Support – WNY Scenic Byways – Supervisor Eppolito 
informed the Board that the current WNY Scenic Byways ends in Concord and expansion is desired for roads in the Towns of Ashford, Ellicottville, and Great Valley and the incorporated Village of Ellicottville, in Cattaraugus County.  The process to allow this expansion is that all communities along the Byway have to pass this Resolution.
Councilman Krezmien moved the adoption of Resolution 1, seconded by 

Councilman Salzler:

WHEREAS, the New York State Scenic Byways program was created in

1992 by the State Legislature to encourage both economic development and resource conservation; and
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WHEREAS, scenic byways are designed in recognition of their cultural or historical significance, recreational or archaeological qualities, or because of natural and scenic beauty along the route; and



WHEREAS, it is also important to keep in mind that scenic byways are designated as such, because of their cultural or historical significance, recreational or archaeological qualities, or because of natural or scenic beauty along the route; and



WHEREAS, the designation of any road or network of roads as a Scenic Byway has the added benefit of allowing access to federal funding for a range of beneficial projects that are consistent with local community plans and with the objectives of adopted corridor management plans; and


WHEREAS, the New York State Department of Transportation is mandated by the federal government to regulate signs along all highways in New York State that are part of the federally supported Primary Highway System, whether or not they are designated as Scenic Byways; and



WHEREAS, Primary Highways include selected state, county, and other local government roads that are typically the major travel routes within New York State; and



WHEREAS, designation as a federal primary highway allows eligibility for increased funding from the federal government; and



WHEREAS, the regulation of signs along state, county, and other local roads within the Primary Highway System includes the prohibition of new off-premises signs; and



WHEREAS, local governments are responsible for not issuing local permits on Primary Highway System segments of said Scenic Byway route and should consider the impacts of issuing permits for off-premises signs for county and local roads not on the primary system to the goals of the byway; and


WHEREAS, Scenic Byway communities have opportunities to consider and implement alternate means to direct visitors and residents to find sites, shops, lodging, food and attractions as they travel along the byway routes, including legal off-premises signage through the NYS DOT’s Tourism Oriented Directional Signage (TODS); and



WHEREAS, the Western New York Southtowns Scenic Byway was approved in 2008 along existing roadways in the “Southtowns” of Erie County, New York, including roads in the Towns of Orchard Park, Aurora, Colden, Concord, and Boston and the incorporated Villages of Orchard Park, East Aurora, and Springville; for inclusion on the list of New York State Scenic Byways; and



WHEREAS, an expansion of the Western New York Scenic Byway is desired, including roads in the Towns of Ashford, Ellicottville, and Great Valley and the incorporated Village of Ellicottville, Cattaraugus County, New York; and



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT, RESOLVED, that the Town of Concord Town Board supports the corridor management plan for the Scenic Byway and acknowledges the federal requirement that no local permits are to be issued for any new off-premises signs along the Primary Highway System sections of said route, and encourages the Governor to work with the Legislature and the Department of Transportation to add this new section of Scenic Byway to the Western New York Southtowns Scenic Byways in the list of New York State Scenic Byways.

done on a “Request for Proposal” basis.  This year the Town will include East Concord Cemetery and Mortons Corners Cemetery along with the Spaulding Road Cemetery in this Request for Proposal to assist these cemeteries.  The person doing the mowing needs to be bonded and have insurance. Motion made by Councilman Drake, seconded by Councilman Salzler, to authorize Supervisor Eppolito to obtain Requests for Proposals for the mowing of the Spaulding Road Cemetery, the East Concord Cemetery and the Mortons Corners Road Cemetery for the 2014 season. was held earlier this evening.  This Local Law would allow the Town to use the “best value” standard in awarding Purchase Contracts (including contracts for service work, but excluding any Purchase Contracts necessary for completion of a Public Works Contract) by competitive bidding or accepting offers for purchase.  The Town Board would be authorized, if and when it is determined by such Board to be in the best interests of the Town, to award a particular purchase contract on the basis of best value; not necessarily the lowest bidder.  


Councilman Salzler moved the adoption of Resolution 2, seconded by Councilman Drake:
Local Law #1 of 2014

Town of Concord, County of Erie

§            Purchase Contracts [ Adopted                     by Local Law #1 of 2014]

Pursuant to General Municipal Law §103(1), as amended, the Town is authorized to adopt a Local Law which would permit the Town to use the “best value” standard in awarding Purchase Contracts (including contracts for service work, but excluding any Purchase Contracts necessary for completion of a Public Works Contract pursuant to Article 8 of the Labor Law) by competitive bidding or accepting offers for purchase.  The Town determines that it is in the best interests of the Town that such legislation be enacted and that such standard be used in the Town where appropriate for the award of such contracts.
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PURCHASE CONTRACTS:

A. Definitions.  As used in this section, the following terms shall have the following meanings:


BEST VALUE


Best value as defined in State Finance Law §163, as such may be amended from time to time.

PURCHASE CONTRACT


All purchase contracts, including service contracts, but excluding any purchase contracts necessary for the completion of a public works contract to Article 8 of the Labor Law, as such may be amended from time to time.

B.  Pursuant to the provisions of General Municipal Law §103, the Town Board is hereby authorized, if and when it is determined by such Board to be in the best interests of the Town, to award a particular purchase contract on the basis of best value.

C.  Such authority may be exercised by the Town Board with regard to any such purchase contract whether or not it reaches the threshold requiring competitive bidding pursuant to General Municipal Law §03.


EFFECTIVE



Immediately upon filing with the Secretary of State.


If any clause, sentence, paragraph or section of this Local Law shall be held to be invalid by any Court of competent jurisdiction, or the application of this Local Law to any person or set of circumstances shall be held to be invalid, such invalidity or judgment shall not affect, impair, or invalidate the remainder hereof but shall be confined in its operation to the clause, sentence, paragraph section or operation of this Local Law directly involved in the controversy in which the judgment shall have been rendered.  To further this end, the provisions of this Local Law are hereby declared to be severable.

*Section shall be filled in by General Code Publishers when said law is adopted and incorporated into the General Code for the Town of Concord.

g) SGI Use of Town Park – SGI sent in their request to use the Concord

Town Park for the baseball and softball teams.  Discussion about the restricted use of the diamond on the right unless it is used by kids because of the balls going over the fence into the neighboring properties.  The charge to use the Park is $50 use.  The Town is charged a demand fee of $750/month as well as the cost of the electric used.  Anytime the lights are turned on during a month, the Town is charged the fee of $750.  The Board agreed that the Town will restrict the use of lights at the fields for two months.  SGI can pick one month (May) and SYI can pick one month.  If the lights are turned on at any time other than the two months agreed to, the organization turning on the lights will be charged the $750 demand fee.  The Town will take steps to change the locks on the light 
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switch box so that Parks Superintendent Krzemien and Supervisor Eppolito are the only two who will have the keys.  Supervisor Eppolito will send a letter to SGI and SYI detailing the above situation.   Motion made by Councilman Salzler, seconded by Councilman Drake, to authorize Supervisor Eppolito to send a letter to SGI and SYI regarding the demand fee and that each organization can pick one month to use the lights with the demand fee being paid by the Town of Concord.  Any other use would be at the expense of the organization.  Councilmen Krezmien, Salzler & Drake; Supervisor Eppolito voting aye; Councilwoman King, excused.  Carried.  The SGI baseball/softball schedule is received and filed with the Town.  
h) Personnel Appointment –Supervisor Eppolito informed the Board that 

there is no Personnel Appointment to be made at this meeting.  The appointment will be made at the March meeting.
i) Town Phone Contract – This matter was discussed in work session earlier 

tonight.   A new three year contract with SpectroTel, District Manager Bruce Cranston, www.P2telecom.com, will save the Town about $1,700 in telephone charges.  Motion made by Councilman Krezmien, seconded by Councilman Salzler, to authorize Supervisor Eppolito to sign the three year Contract with SpectroTel for the telephone service for the Town of Concord.  Councilmen Krezmien, Salzler & Drake; Supervisor Eppolito voting aye; Councilwoman King, excused.  Carried.  
j) IDA Resolution – Senator Patrick Gallivan is sponsoring Bill Number 
S6122 which would amend the General Municipal Law, in relation to the Town of Concord Industrial Development Agency to expand the corporate limits of the Town of Concord Industrial Development Agency to the Towns of Brant, Colden, Collins, Holland, North Collins, Sardinia, and Wales. 



Councilman Salzler moved the adoption of Resolution 3, seconded by Councilman Drake:

SUMMARY OF PROVISIONS:
Section 1 expands the ability of the Town of Concord Industrial Development Agency to exercise its powers to include property within the corporate limits of the Towns of Brant, Colden, Collins, Holland, North Collins, Sardinia, and Wales, provided that such town boards pass a resolution in support of the exercise of such powers.  
Section 2 states that this law shall take effect immediately.  

EXISTING LAW:

The exercise of powers of the Town of Concord Industrial Development Agency is limited to the corporate limits of the Town.

JUSTIFICATION:

On September 26, 2012, Senator Gallivan held a Public Hearing regarding Industrial Development Agencies in Erie County.  One of the concerns at this meeting was that many towns in Erie County lack an IDA and consequently are at a competitive disadvantage when businesses choose where to locate.  One suggestion on how to address this issue was to allow Towns without an IDA to access the IDA of a town with one.  After further consultation with the Towns in Erie County, both those with and without IDAs, a regional plan for IDA expansion emerged as the consensus plan for creating a level playing field for all towns in Erie County.

This bill expands the corporate limits of the Town of Concord Industrial Development Agency to the Towns of Brant, Colden, Collins, Holland, North Collins, Sardinia, and Wales.  This system will require that towns work together to advance projects that are in the best interest of the region and Erie County as a whole.  The cities are left the 
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exclusive territory of the Erie County IDA, which is where the ECIDA has chosen to focus its energy.  Projects in small towns, which are meaningful to the town in questions but not critical to the country at large, are often put on the backburner by the ECIDA as it focuses on revitalizing the city cores.  This new approach will give small towns greater opportunities to pursue these projects while allowing the ECIDA to continue to focus its energy in the areas most in need of its resources.

LEGISLATIVE HISTORY:  New Bill.

FISCAL IMPLICATIONS:  Minimal.

LOCAL FISCAL IMPLICATIONS:  The increased property values and future property tax revenues that will result will pay for tax abatements.
