ITEM 
#4:
Approval of Minutes
a)  February 4, 2014.

Chairman Zittel asked for comments or questions regarding the February minutes.  G. Donhauser noted that Darlene omitted the Gernatt-Belscher Road Mining Permit in the list of Gernatt pits recommended to the Town Board for approval.  J. Jozwiak made the motion, seconded by G. Donhauser, to approve the minutes as amended.  All in favor.  Carried.  (*The Gernatt-Belscher Road pit was approved by the Town Board at their February 13th meeting)
ITEM #5:
Roosa Rezoning Application



Chairman Zittel showed Mr. Roosa the February 28th correspondence the Planning Board members received from Deputy Town Attorney Michael Barone wherein he stated that it would seem a better approach for Mr. Roosa to apply to the Town for annexation of this land.  The correspondence also stated that nonetheless, the utilities must be addressed.  Mr. Roosa had previously indicated and repeated again tonight that he does not want to annex this parcel into the Village.  Mr. Roosa stated that the infrastructure for utilities were at his cost and are already there and that matter is in his hands.  J. Edbauer noted that it should be in the Minutes that Mr. Roosa has been 
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forewarned.  This is the only parcel that Mr. Roosa owns that is in the Town of Concord; not the Village.  G. Donhauser stated that he would like it in the Minutes that the Planning Board informed Mr. Roosa about the utilities/services and also that Mr. Roosa has been informed that if this parcel is not annexed to the Village and is still a Town of Concord parcel when any building development takes place, then Mr. Roosa would be required to have a 50 foot deeded Right of Way to that property. See Section 150-143 of the Code:  “No dwelling shall be erected on any lot, which lot does not have immediate frontage on a street or road, as defined in this chapter, unless the owner of said lot has a permanent right-of-way from the street or road with a minimum width of 50 feet.” The members and Mr. Roosa looked at the map of the area and Mr. Roosa has no problem in complying with this requirement.  
G. Donhauser also noted to Mr. Roosa that there are other issues that would need to be addressed as well such as noise/trees but he is sure that Mr. Roosa will be able to comply with those requirements.  Discussion about C1 and C2 zoning.  The basic difference between the two is that in C2 the owner would be allowed outside displays.  Mr. Roosa would like the parcel to be C2.  G. Donhauser made the motion, seconded by J. Edbauer, to recommend to the Town Board the rezoning of the Roosa parcel from R-Ag to C-2.  All in favor.  Carried.  

Advised Mr. Roosa that the Town Board will then review the matter, set a date for a Public Hearing.  Notice will need to be given to neighboring property owners as well as the neighboring municipalities (State, County, Village).   The Roosa family thanked the members before leaving tonight’s meeting at 7:16 p.m.

ITEM #6:
McCarthy Mining Permit


Darlene informed the Board that as of the end of the day today, Denise Ciszak had not had any further contact from McCarthy.  Supervisor Eppolito had sent the letter to the McCarthys advising them to have their permit in by today.  Discussion about the DEC control over mining permits and how the DEC has more control.  


Discussed the Cold Spring-Wendel permit.  Chairman Zittel had a discussion with Marty Wendel about the pit and Mr. Wendel doesn’t want to re-seed the pit at this time.  
The history on the Cold Spring-Wendel permit is that DEC Mike Meyer

stated in 2012 that in essence the pit is reclaimed but at that point the DEC has not accepted it yet only because it needed seeding and to go through a Winter to see if there are any erosion issues.  The DEC would go out in June 2013 and make sure the grass is growing and there are no erosions and then they will accept the reclamation.  Mike Meyer went out in 2013 but the seeding was not done.  
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The members discussed these permits and since both are still active DEC permits, they are both in violation of the Town Code.  The Planning Board would recommend that the Town Board follow proper procedure per Town Code Section 150-181 to 150-183.  B. Luno made the motion, seconded by J. Edbauer, to recommend that the Town Board follow proper procedure per Town Code Section 150-181 to 150-183 on the McCarthy permit and the Cold Spring-Wendel permit.  All in favor.  Carried.  



The members would recommend to the Town Board that they approve the two other Cold Spring Permits (Hofmann South and Sharp Street) at their March 13th meeting.  Chairman Zittel made the motion, seconded by J. Jozwiak, to recommend to the Town Board to approve the Cold Spring-Hoffman South permit and the Cold Spring-Sharp Street permit; G. Donhauser abstained on this motion.  All in favor.  Carried.
