Approval of Minutes
a)  April 1, 2014.

Chairman Zittel asked for comments or questions regarding the April minutes.    L. Kelly made the motion, seconded by J. Edbauer, to approve the minutes as presented.  All in favor.  Carried.  
ITEM #5:
Business from the Floor
a)  J. Edbauer reviewed the Village of Springville letter dated  April 15, 2014 
regarding the Roosa rezoning.  There was no discussion at the Planning Board meeting that the parcel Roosa asked to be rezoned was a split parcel with acreage on this side of the expressway and also on Zoar Valley Road.  Discussion as to how this would affect the current application: if the parcel could be rezoned on just this side of the expressway or if a new application would have to be submitted requesting just that part of the parcel be rezoned.  
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b) G. Donhauser noted that the Town of Colden just held a safety training
program conducted by the Erie County Health Department and wondered if the Town of Concord would be requiring this training.  Councilman Drake will discuss this subject with Supervisor Eppolito and the other Councilmen.
c) Chairman Zittel informed the members that the test holes were dug for the
Senior Center.

d) Discussion about gravel pits.  G. Donhauser would like to see the Town of

Concord adopt a policy that the Town would collect a fee per yard for all products that leave the gravel pit.  This would apply to companies like Mayer Bros. too.  These funds could then be used to help defray road expense costs.  G. Donhauser believes there are towns in Cattaraugus County that have this policy.
e) Supervisor Eppolito asked Darlene to hand out a pamphlet regarding
Municipal Agricultural and Farmland Protection Plan Development.  He asked that members look it over and relay any thoughts back to him.
There was some initial discussion about this pamphlet.  The sale of farmland to a developer would mean more money for the owner so this Plan Development would work with the farmers to keep farmland as farmland.
