Approval of Minutes
a)  November 3, 2015
Chairman Zittel asked for comments or questions regarding the November Minutes.   J. Jozwiak made the motion, seconded by J. Edbauer, to approve the minutes as presented.  All in favor.  Carried.
ITEM #5:
Business from the Members
a) The members discussed the verbal request of Richard Perkins’ to review the 
fee for the Mobile Home Park Permit which is currently $200.  The members feel that the fee should actually be increased based on the amount of work the CEO has to do to perform these inspections especially if there are violations because then the CEO has to do follow up inspections.   Discussion continued to include how the CEO can take the owners to Court if the violations are not resolved and that the Permit should not be issued until the Park is in compliance.

b) Discussion about building permit renewal fees.  The Code allows the first 

renewal to be at half of the cost of the original fee but the permit cannot be renewed another time.  If the structure is not completed in that time, the owner would have to do a new building permit and pay the total cost.
