July 9, 2015
The following topics were discussed:  
1.  Councilman Salzler brought to Board up to date with the progress of the 

Senior Center construction.  It is anticipated that the parking lot will be oil and chipped next week with the assistance of the Highway Department.   Contractor MRC will be finishing the landscaping soon.  Contractor Concept Construction is finished except for the final cleaning.  The extra stones from the project are being stored under the stairs for later use.  Ice blockers will be done on Saturday, July 11th.  

2.  Councilwoman King brought to Board up to date with regard to the Senior 

Citizen Center Advisory Board.  The members had a meeting to discuss a policy for the Senior Center.  SCENe has applied for a grant for technology.  Discussed equipment needed and a policy.  The Town of Clarence has a policy and the members will use this as a guideline for preparing their policy.  
3.  Supervisor Eppolito called People Inc. to discuss a sidewalk from the 

apartment building to the Senior Center.   People Inc. would need to get on board to assist with this project.  Supervisor Eppolito will follow up with them.

4.  Supervisor Eppolito has been in contact with the Erie County Department of 

Health regarding signage, etc.  A plan has been submitted the department for review.  A $285 fee was paid the County to review the plan.  Discussion also about a road front sign for the Senior Center.  

5.  Supervisor Eppolito reminded the Board that the John Mills’ Hot Dog Roast 

is scheduled for Thursday, July 16th.  This is the benefit for the Hulbert Library.   

6.  Supervisor Eppolito provided the members with the flyer for the Chamber of

Commerce’s new event: 2015 Scavenger Hunt Challenge to be held Friday, July 31st.  The Chamber asked for permission to put up a banner in front of the Lucy Bensley Center and Supervisor Eppolito granted them permission.  

7.  Supervisor Eppolito informed the Board that the Historical Society had used

the concession stand on the 4th of July and noted that the stand was dirty.  It took four days to clean the stand prior to their use.  There was no current Health Department permit in the stand.  The Board will need to come up with rules for the use by SYI and others so that there is Health Department compliance each year and the Town Board should receive a copy of each year’s Health Department permit.  A meeting will have to be arranged to discuss this matter with SYI prior to next year’s use.

8.  Supervisor Eppolito received the IDA audit.  He answered the letter 
explaining our situation.  This audit told the Town nothing we did not already know.  Once the final audit is received, the Board members will be given a copy to review.  
9.  Supervisor Eppolito attended his first meeting of the Erie County 

Environmental Management Council (ECEMC) and found it quite interesting.  This Council advises the County on environmental issues.  Dan Spitzer just joined this Council as well.
10.  Supervisor Eppolito informed the Board that the Dairy Fest made a little 

money so far; not sure all receipts have yet been paid.  The goal is always to have a little money for next year.  They hope to keep the Dairy Fest at the high school location if that can be arranged.  
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11.  Supervisor Eppolito advised the Board that he has heard much dissatisfaction

with Rural Metro.  The fire departments are getting burned out handling all the calls.  He will continue to work with the Village of Springville and the hospital on this matter.  Discussed the option of a Certificate of Need but this would take a couple of months’ time.  Hwy Supt Dains noted that the chiefs of the fire companies would supply letters of support if necessary.  

12.  Supervisor Eppolito asked Town Attorney Barone if she had had any contact

with Special Counsel Spitzer regarding the KB Moto and Craneridge research.  Town Attorney Barone indicated that Attorney Spitzer would be sending the Town a letter; he does not recommend the Town pass a noise ordinance.  Councilman Krezmien said the KB Moto website does address noise/loudness/decibel levels.  Supervisor Eppolito contacted the NYS DEC regarding any noise requirements from that agency and the DEC has nothing to do with this type of noise; just mining permits.

This is still new to the Town as well as solar panels.  Supervisor Eppolito indicated that fall zones are a concern for some parcels because of their size.  Discussion about how these windmills are leased through the company for a period of time and then the options available at the end of the lease (as was the case with the Rosenblatt windmill).
