#4:
Approval of Minutes
a)  August 4, 2015
Chairman Zittel asked for comments or questions regarding the August minutes.   L. Kelly made the motion, seconded by J. Jozwiak, to approve the minutes as presented.  All in favor.  Carried.
ITEM #5:
Solar Panels

The members discussed trying to put together a Local Law on Solar Panels using the Town of Tonawanda and the Village of Maybrook as a template.  Rather than scramble to get something together, the members feel that the Town should at this time approve the use of the New York State Unified Solar Permit and then fine tune a Local Law in the future.  Possibly Councilman Salzler would have some input after his installation is complete.  The members agreed that three sets of plans should be included with the Permit.  The members also agreed on a fee schedule as follows:  12 kW or less $75; 12kW to 25 kW $150 and over 25kW $300.  A copy of the New York State Unified Solar Permit is attached to the Minutes.  L. Kelly made the motion, seconded by J. Jozwiak, to recommend to the Town Board that the CEO use the New York State Unified Solar Permit application, together with a Building Permit form, when a resident applies for solar panels.  All in favor.  Carried.
ITEM #6:
Business from the Members
1.  Chairman Zittel had a discussion with CEO Pirro with regard to a parcel of 

land on Concord Road.  The owner wants to put a modular home on this lot and the lot does not meet the lot size requirement.  This particular matter had been discussed in past by the Planning Board and it was agreed that the lot is grandfathered.  However, in order for the owner to put the modular home on the lot, all set back requirements would need to be met.  

2.  G. Donhauser feels that when any kind of inspection is required by the CEO, 

that there should be a fee paid when a Building Permit is obtained.  No permit should be exempt when an inspection is required. 

3.  Discussed the Building Permit form.  CEO Pirro had obtained a copy of 

Orchard Park’s Building Permit which contains much more information than our present form.  The members recommend that CEO Pirro review the Orchard Park form and modify it to contain the information that he believes is necessary for him to do his job and then have the Planning Board review his marked up form.  The members do not feel that the Building Permit should contain as much detail as the Village of Maybrook form does.  
4.  Discussion about signs in the Town.  Chairman Zittel thinks this will need to 

be addressed at some point.  There are more and more signs going up in the Town.  J. Jozwiak stated that the Town has to start enforcing the current Code before we do any changes to the Code.  J. Zybert noted that consistent enforcement of the sign code is the place to start.  

5.  Councilman Drake advised the members that the Town Board will be looking

into updating the Town’s Master Plan.  Supervisor Eppolito and Councilman Drake will be meeting with Carol Horowitz on August 14th to discuss this matter.
