ITEM #7.
COUNCILMAN NOTES
a) Councilman Snyder met with Supervisor Eppolito, Town Engineer Mark

Alianello and a citizens group from Craneridge discussing the light district.  It was a very productive meeting.  An agenda to move forward has been laid out.  This agenda and a proposal prepared by Town Engineer Alianello have been forwarded to Jeff Smith of Municipal Solutions and await his direction.   Amortization terms need to be decided.  Councilman Snyder advised that the citizens group sent a survey out to the residents of Craneridge residents and the residents want electric lighting.  The Town has installed two lights in Craneridge for the residents to look at.   This project has been discussed for several years and is now moving forward.  The residents of Craneridge are the only residents who will pay for this project under the Special Use District.  Supervisor Eppolito thanked Councilman Snyder for all his efforts on this project.
b)  Councilman Snyder and Councilman Zittel interviewed eight candidates for 
the part-time Senior Center Clerk.  Supervisor Eppolito advised that the Board will schedule a Special Meeting and have an Executive Session to discuss the hiring once Councilman Krezmien is back.  Supervisor Eppolito thanked Councilmen Snyder and Zittel for conducting the interviews.  
c)  Councilman Snyder went to the Senior Center for a visit last week.  It was a 

good visit.  The building was full.  Supervisor Eppolito noted that the building was built in such a way that at some point in time the building could be added onto.  This is one of the reasons there is a commercial kitchen in the building.  Supervisor Eppolito had visited the East Aurora Senior Center and their Senior Center and Adult Day Care is one building divided with secure walls but the one commercial kitchen is utilized for both.  

d) Councilman Zittel wished everyone a Merry Christmas.

e) Councilman Drake advised that the next Master Plan meeting will be Tuesday, 
December 13th, before Carol Horowitz departs.  He reports that everything is moving along well.  Supervisor Eppolito has a meeting on December 14th at 11 a.m. with Town Engineer Alianello to get the RFP out to Erie County to pay for the second and third years of the Master Plan.  
f)  Councilman Drake attended the Planning Board Meeting on December 6th.  

The Planning Board reviewed the draft of the Solar law and they feel it is a good starting point.  They had a few considerations which will be listed in their Minutes.   Councilman Drake and Planning Board Member Donhauser will be attending a training seminar next week on Solar.  

g) Councilman Drake noted that the Library Board has changed their meeting 

time from the evening to 9 a.m. on the first Thursday of the month.

h)  Planning Board Member Donhauser questioned Supervisor Eppolito about 

the IDA.  There were articles in the newspaper about a couple places defaulted.  He questioned if the IDA has any teeth?  Supervisor Eppolito explained that all IDA projects have a claw back.  Supervisor Eppolito explained some the history with Erie County IDA.  There are differences between the Erie County IDA and the Town of Concord IDA in regard to the claw back policy.
