Chairman Kelly asked for comments or questions regarding the Junkyard 
Permits.   J. Jozwiak made the motion, seconded by G. Donhauser, to recommend to the Town Board to approve the renewal of the junkyard permits, a-d above.  J. Edbauer abstained from voting with respect to the Jordan’s Salvage (Item a) permit.  All in favor.  Carried.  
ITEM#8:
Business from the Floor
1.  Councilman Drake had revised the Solar Energy System draft which 

the Planning Board reviewed at their December meeting to include language contained in the NYS Model Law.
 His revised copy was forwarded to Engineer Mark Alianello for review and his office is working on the SEQR form for the law but did not have any concerns with the law itself.   Planning Board Secretary Schweikert obtained a copy of the Town of Sardinia law and Councilman Drake did a comparison of the two laws.  There was discussion:
· Section 3 §115-21.13 Solar Energy Systems (B)(1) Roof Mounted

Solar Energy Systems shall only be permitted to generate 110% of the electrical use of the property which it is located to be verified with proof of 3 years of electrical usage.  K. Lux is not sure that the town should do that.  Discussion as to who would track it.

· Section 3 §115-21.13 (D)(3) Abandonment.  Sardinia Law 

considers abandonment after 366 days without electrical energy generation.  Our proposed law states 2 years with an application for extension option for 1 year.  Councilman Drake noted that at another seminar he attended the presenter said it could be 10 or 20 years.  K. Lux thought 2 years was good. G. Donhauser likes the idea of the 1 year extension option but thinks that there should be a fee to do this.  Discussion about fee amounts and if it should be contained in the law or the fee schedule.  Members feel the amount of the fee should be noted in the fee schedule because that can be changed by resolution and would not have to do a local law to change it.  The fee amounts have not yet been set.  
· Discussion about what determines a Large Scale System.   Our 

proposed law states that large scale systems shall be located on lots with a minimum lots size of ten acres.   There is no mention of kilo watts.   J. Edbauer thinks the town should consider kilo watts because some systems have collection powers.  
·  Discussion about fencing around the systems.  Our proposed law 

states that all large size solar shall be enclosed by fencing to prevent unauthorized access.  J. Edbauer had questions about fencing but wants to hear if the presentation discusses this matter.  
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· Councilman Drake mentioned that at previous meetings J. Edbauer 

discussed solar blockage and our proposed law does not address this issue specifically; however, our proposed law does state that systems are limited to 50% lot coverage.

· Councilman Drake advised that the Town Board will be reviewing 

this matter at their February 9th meeting and will be setting a date for the Public Hearing on the local law.
