Supervisor Eppolito discussed the following topics with the Board members:
1.  Supervisor Eppolito and Hwy Supt Dains had discussions regarding the 

plowing and maintenance at the Senior Center.  The Highway Department has been having a difficult time keeping up with the parking lot because of the amount of snow we have been receiving.  Hwy Supt Dains has recommended the hiring of a maintenance man (part-time Caretaker) for the Senior Center to be used on an as needed basis and would recommend Lawrence M. Crawley for the position.  Mr. Crawley would be authorized to use the John Deere 410G Loader with the snow box and would assist with other tasks that may be necessary at the Senior Center and may also help Building & Grounds Superintendent Krzemien at the Town Park.  There is money in the maintenance line of the budget to cover this cost.  At tonight’s meeting, Supervisor Eppolito will ask for a motion to hire Mr. Crawley as the part time Caretaker at the rate of $12/hour.
2.  The resignation of Michael F. Barone as Deputy Town Attorney and Deputy

Town Prosecutor was received by Supervisor Eppolito.  Attorney Barone was worked with the Town for over three decades and will be missed.   Brian F. Attea, Attorney, will be appointed in his place.  Attorney Barone’s resignation will be accepted by the Board at tonight’s meeting.
3.  Supervisor Eppolito and Councilman Snyder will be attending a meeting on 

January 10th at 9 a.m. at the Town Hall to discuss the Craneridge Lighting district.  They will be meeting with Jeffrey Smith (Municipal Solutions), Town Engineer Mark Alianello and a representative from Wendel Engineers to discuss LED lights and funding through Energy Performance Contracts.  Brian Attea will also be in attendance.
4.  The members brought Councilman Snyder up to date on the ownership of 

South Cascade Drive since he was not on the Board when the State turned ownership of that section of South Cascade between Route 39 and Waverly Street to the Town.
