ITEM #5:
 Junkyard Permits-original documents

Planning Board Secretary Schweikert had located old records from the existing Junkyards to determine if at any time the Town had a sketch of what part of the parcel was designated to be “junkyard.”  There were no sketches in those old folders.  


The members reviewed the Renewal process and would like a couple of changes on the form:  

· The title of the form should be changed from “Application for a Junkyard 

License” to “Renewal Application for a Junkyard License”.
· The property owners within 1000 feet should print their names as well as 

sign the form.


There is also a Requirements for Junkyard Renewal License which at #2 states that a sketch of the junkyard should be provided.  The members would ask that this Requirements form be sent to the Junkyard owners with their renewal application so that in future there will be a sketch on file.
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Planning Board Secretary Schweikert will retype the forms for the Planning Board to review next month.  Once approved, copies will be provided to the Supervisor’s Office.
