i) Fire Department - Hwy Supt Dains reported:
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(1) The Recruitment program will be held on April 25th.  East Concord and Mortons Corners are joining in this event.  An advertisement will be in the Journal.  They are hoping to get a few more members.  There will be hose bowling and some demonstrations.

(2) Sunday, April 12th is their annual Chicken BBQ.

(3) The Village is moving forward on the construction of the Franklin Street station.  Now in the engineering process and hope to have construction next year on the engine bays, renovations for the Sheriff’s Department, Village Police Department and the upstairs as well.
(4)  Supervisor Eppolito asked Hwy Supt Dains to explain the Code Red System.  It is an emergency notification system for residents in the community.   It can be done by telephone or cellphones.  If there is a disaster or need for an emergency notification, it could be done through the Control Center.  It is very similar to what the school has except for you can limit the area you want to send it to and send it to just the residents in that area instantly and not notification to everyone.  The Village is currently looking at three different companies and it can all be tied into the 911 charm system for estimates.  Councilman Krezmien questioned if we could tie into the school district system as a shared services agreement.  The school is not using the 911 system.  Residents would need to come forward and give their correct telephone or cellphone numbers.



j)  Highway Superintendent Report.  Hwy Supt Dains highlighted his filed report.  
1) The State OGS Salt Contract is coming up and there is no idea yet what the 

price will be.  The County Salt Contract is also coming up.  
2) Hwy Supt Dains wanted to thank his crew for their efforts this winter.  They 

did a fantastic job.  

3)  The brooms were out road sweeping.  Hwy Supt Dains thanked the Village of 

Springville for the use of their water truck.

4)  The men were out doing pot hole repairs on the Town roads.  A little over 2 

tons of QPR was utilized on the 24 lane miles of road.  The Town roads held up well this past winter.

5)  Dave Omphalius is retiring on May 20th after 27 years of employment with 

the Highway Department.  He will be missed by the Department.  Hwy Supt Dains requested the Board’s permission to advertise for a Motor Equipment Operator.  Motion by Councilman Krezmien, seconded by Councilwoman King, to allow Hwy Supt Dains to advertise for a Motor Equipment Operator.  Councilwoman King, Councilmen Krezmien, Salzler & Drake; Supervisor Eppolito, voting aye.  Carried.

6) The Springville Fire Department has requested to have Firemen’s Park rolled

again this year with the town’s big roller.  Hwy Supt Dains has done it in the past on his own time.  Hwy Supt Dains requested the Board’s permission to roll Firemen’s Park.  Motion by Councilman Krezmien, seconded by Councilwoman King, to allow Hwy Supt Dains to use the town’s big roller to roll Fireman’s Park.  Councilwoman King, Councilmen Krezmien, Salzler & Drake; Supervisor Eppolito, voting aye.  Carried.

7)  Hwy Supt Dains stated that as soon as Parks Commissioner Krzemien lets 

him know it is acceptable to go to the Park with the big roller, the department will do that work.  Councilman Krezmien brought up the set of forks that the Town purchased for the tractor.  These forks have not yet been used.  Discussion about selling these forks or keeping them.  Councilman Salzler indicated that Parks Commissioner Krzemien thought these forks would be useful but he uses the bucket.  These are quick disconnect forks.  
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Councilman Salzler doesn’t feel we should get rid of these because we still own the tractor.  
8)  Hwy Supt Dains discussed the CHIPS funding.  There was feedback from the 

State after the budget was passed.  Apparently $50 million was added to CHIPS but question is what that $50 million will entail because the breakdown on the State’s website the allotment for the 2015-16 CHIPS totals $438,097,000 to go across the State and then there is another $50 million in the next column over is labeled 2015 Extreme Winter Recovery total which total $488,097,000 under the final caption of 2015-16 CHIPS and Extreme Winter Recovery Total.  The superintendents were under the assumption according to the State Senate that the $50 million was going to be increased in CHIPS not Extreme Winter Recovery apportionment.  The State will be at their next Hwy meeting.  This way they put it in there but they can take it out next year.   For the Town of Concord it amounts to $8,063.71 more on top of the amount the Town currently receives for CHIPS but are they going to limit that to Extreme Winter Recovery.

9)  Councilman Krezmien asked Hwy Supt Dains if he had heard about the $29 

million that the County announced for Road and Bridge Projects.  Hwy Supt Dains has not yet heard this announcement.  Hwy Supt Dains and Supervisor Eppolito are on the Erie County Road, Bridge & Infrastructure Advisory Committee.   There will be a meeting next Tuesday and still at this point Erie County Executive Poloncarz has not assigned a representative from the Erie County Highway Department to sit on this Committee.  The Towns would like to give the County guidance at the start of the construction season as to what the Town would like repaired based on the condition or input from the residents.  This committee was not formed to be politically motivated.  If no one from Erie County attends the next meeting, the Committee will decide if they will continue this Committee.
10)  Hwy Supt Dains informed the Board that he had finished the FEMA 

paperwork from the Snow-November storm.  Total request for reimbursement approved by FEMA was about $53,000.  
11)  Hwy Supt Dains is in the process of getting quotes on uniform services for 

coveralls and shop towels.  His current supplier has increased the price.

12)  Supervisor Eppolito informed the Board that it appears that funding was 
secured in the amount of $20 million to replace the old Route 219 bridge. Additionally, $300,000 was inserted in the State budget to be deposited in an escrow account that will cover Cattaraugus and Erie Counties’ costs for maintaining the structure for the first 22 years.

RESOLUTION

Subject:  Reserve Funds

Reserve funds (which essentially are a legally authorized savings account for particular specific purposes) are an important component in the Town’s financial planning for specific expenses, future projects, acquisitions and other lawful purposes.  To this end the Town may establish and maintain reserve funds in accordance with New York State Laws.  The Town will also consider rules and/or opinions issued by the New York State Comptroller when they are not in conflict with law.

Town reserve funds must be properly established and maintained to promote the goals of creating an open, transparent and accountable use of public funds.  The Town may engage independent experts and professionals, including but not limited to auditors, accountants and other financial and legal counsel, as necessary to monitor all reserve fund activity and prepare reports that the Town Board may require.

Government Fund Type Assignment (GASB 54)

The Town shall comply with the reporting requirements of Article 3 of General Municipal Law of the State of New York and the Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) Statement Number 54, Fund Balance Reporting and Governmental Fund Type Definitions.  The Board authorizes the Administrator (or appropriate title) to complete the following actions as necessary to comply with the requirements of GASB Statement Number 54:

A.  Restricted Fund Balances – restricted fund balances consists of amounts that are subject to externally enforceable legal purpose restrictions imposed by creditors, grantors, contributors, or laws and regulations of other governments; or through constitutional provisions or enabling legislation.
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B. Committed Fund Balances – committed fund balances consists of amounts that are subject to a purpose constraint imposed by a formal action of the Town Board before the end of the fiscal year, and that require the same level of formal action to remove the constraint.

C. Assigned Fund Balances – assigned fund balances consists of amounts that are subject to a purpose constraint that represents an intended use established by the government’s highest level of decision-making authority, or by their designated body or official.  The Board authorized the Administrator (or appropriate title) to make a determination of the assigned amounts of fund balance.  Assigned funds represent amounts intended to be used for a specific purpose.  Assigned fund balances require same level of authority to remove constraint.
Funding Policy for Restricted or Committed and Assigned Fund Balances

The formal action of the government’s highest level of decision-making authority that restricts, commits or assigns fund balance to a specific purpose should occur prior to the end of the reporting period, but the amount, if any, which will be subject to the constraint, may be determined in the subsequent period.

Spending Policy for Fund Balances

Option 1:  The Town Board will determine the composition of its ending fund balance by applying its accounting policies regarding whether it considers restricted or unrestricted amounts to have been spent when an expenditure is incurred for purposes for which both restricted and unrestricted (committed, assigned, or unassigned) amounts are available.  Similarly, within unrestricted fund balance, the classification should be based on the government’s accounting policies regarding whether it considers committed, assigned or unassigned amounts to have been spent when an expenditure is incurred for purposes for which amounts in any of those unrestricted fund balance classifications could be used.  If a government does not establish a policy for its use of unrestricted fund balance amounts, it should consider that committed amounts would be reduced first, followed by assigned amounts, and then unassigned amounts when expenditures are incurred for purposes for which amounts in any of those unrestricted fund balance classifications could be used.

Option 2:  The Town Board will assess the current financial condition of the Town and then determine the order of application of expenditures to which fund balance classification will be charged.

Periodic Review and Annual Report

The Town Board and management will periodically review all restricted committed and assigned fund balances.   The Town will prepare and submit an annual report of all restricted, committed and assigned funds for the Town Board.  The annual report shall include the following information for each reserve fund.

A. The type and description of the reserve fund

B. The interest earned on each reserve fund

C. Capital gains or losses resulting from the sale of investments of the reserve funds

D. The sum total increase and sum total decrease in the reserve funds

E. The ending balance in the reserve funds at fiscal year end

F. A summary statement of projected use and the need of the reserve funds

The Board shall utilize the information in the annual report to discuss reserve fund balances and to adequately maintain necessary funds for the Town’s long-term financial 
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planning.  The Board will be mindful of its role and responsibility as a fiduciary of public funds when acting on reserve fund issues.

                    d) Dumpster Service – The Town’s current dumpster service through CID 

Waste Management is:  Town Hall weekly pickup $101.27/month; Town Barn weekly pickup $96.06/month; Town Park weekly pickup $150/month but during July and August there are two pickups per week because of baseball and then it is $225/month.


MRC Disposal has submitted a quote for these services:  Town Hall weekly pick up $118/month; Town Barn weekly pick up $118/month; and Town Park picked up twice weekly $316.  These prices include taxes and fees.  
The Board compared the monthly amounts.  Waste Management is

cheaper.  G. Donhauser questioned the bigger size of the dumpster at the Town Park and the need to be picked up more frequently.  The use of the Park during the months of July and August is higher with baseball and other activities plus there is warmer weather during those months.   Also discussed the different types of dumpsters and the front load style is better.  Motion by Councilwoman King, seconded by Councilman Krezmien, to continue Dumpster Service with Waste Management. i) Set Public Hearing re: Windmill – The Planning Board has been 

reviewing this application.  CEC Energy will be providing further information to the Planning Board for their May meeting before the next Town Board meeting.  It appears that the location of the windmill is being moved 30 feet.  The height of the windmill is  153.8 feet which is over the height requirement of 150 feet. There is a section in the current law which addresses abandonment of use for a small scale wind energy conversion system.  The Public Hearing on the Special Use Permit Application of Robert & Alicia Rosenblatt will be set for 6:30 p.m. on May 14, 2015.  The Town Board may not make a decision at that time.  This law may need to be reviewed/revised by the Planning Board and Special Counsel.  Motion by Councilman Salzler, seconded by Councilman Drake, to set the Public Hearing on the Special Use Permit Application of Robert & Alicia Rosenblatt for 6:30 p.m. on May 14, 2015.  Councilwoman King, Councilmen Krezmien, Salzler & Drake; Supervisor Eppolito, voting aye.  Carried.   Town Clerk Schweikert will advertise and send notification to the applicant, adjacent property owners within 500 feet and Erie County Environment and Planning.  
j) CEO Clerk’s Hourly rate – CEO Clerk Diane West has completed 
her six month probationary period.  Her hourly rate effective April 2, 2015 should be $12.28. Motion by Councilwoman King, seconded by Councilman Krezmien, to set the hourly rate for CEO Clerk Diane West at $12.28 effective April 2, 2015.  Councilwoman King, Councilmen Krezmien, Salzler & Drake; Supervisor Eppolito, voting aye.  Carried.

k) ECEMC Position – The position of Erie County Environmental 
Management Council (ECEMC) representative from the Town of Concord is currently vacant.  Motion by Councilman Drake, seconded by Councilman King, to appoint Supervisor Eppolito to this position for the term June 1, 2015 to May 31, 2017.  Councilwoman King, Councilmen Krezmien, Salzler & Drake; Supervisor Eppolito, voting aye.  Carried.
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l) Springville Rural Cemetery Association – The Springville Rural 

Cemetery Association – Maplewood Cemetery submitted a request for a financial contribution to be utilized toward the purchase of a new mower.  Vernon Ridder and Mr. and Mrs. Ziecker were in attendance on behalf of the Association.  In the past the Town has contributed:  2010-2011 $2,500; 2011-2012 $5,000; 2012-2013 $1,700; 2013-2014 did not request; 2014-2015 $1,000.  The John Deere tractor would be purchased from Z&M Ag and Turf and would cost $11,500 plus the trade in of the old one.  The Association has some other one-time expenses coming up such as blacktop/oil & chip.  Councilman Salzler will look into the blacktop situation and see if he can find a contractor.  The Association would appreciate any contribution the town could make.  Discussion about the amount of the budget line for cemeteries.  The total amount in this budget line is $3,500 and the bid for the lawn mowing of the three cemeteries is $3,300. The Board will work with Bookkeeper Ciszak to see what amount the Town could contribute.   Discussion about the Association needing to get Requests for Proposals if the Town contributes to the purchase of a mower.  It was suggested that the Association contact both local businesses for a bid.  Proof of where the funds would be utilized would be required for auditing purposes before any amount of contribution can be released.  Discussion about the mowing of their cemetery.  Councilman Salzler suggests that the Association come to the Board with any request for a contribution during August when the Board is working on the annual budget.  Motion by Councilman Drake, seconded by Councilman Krezmien, to table this until the May meeting to review the financial request with Bookkeeper Ciszak.  Councilwoman King, Councilmen Krezmien, Salzler & Drake; Supervisor Eppolito, voting aye.  Carried.   Mrs. Ziecker thanked the Board for their consideration.  

ITEM #5.
OLD BUSINESS
a)  Town Attorney Barone updated the Board on her research regarding 

political party use of Town buildings.  To summarize the 1984 State Comptroller’s Opinion, a village may allow a political party to use municipal facilities for fair and adequate consideration provided it reserves the right to pre-empt the private use whenever such facilities are required for municipal purposes.  As such, political parties are private entities that may lease or otherwise use municipal facilities subject to the conditions previously enumerated.  However it is noted that where a municipality makes its buildings available to a political party, both the state and federal constitutions require that it be done in a reasonable and non-discriminatory manner.  It is their recommendation that a municipality formulate and promulgate a set of procedures for determining the availability of municipal facilities in a reasonable and non-discriminatory manner.  Supervisor Eppolito feels that the best approach is to not allow any political party to use any of the Town buildings.  The Town Park is open to anyone but if a shelter is reserved, then the Park fee of $15 is required.   Councilman Drake, the librarian liaison, indicated that at the last library meeting, the library by-laws were changed to be in compliance with the Town policy.   This matter was tabled.

b) Councilman Salzler wanted to publicly thank the Mortons Corners

Fire Department for the nice Installation dinner evening.  East Concord Fire Department will be having their Installation dinner on April 18, 2015.

c) Councilman Drake advised the members that the Planning Board 

members at their last meeting reviewed the DEC status of the Cold Spring Construction –Wendel Pit.  The DEC indicates the pit has not yet been reclaimed.  Since the pit is open with the DEC, Cold Spring Construction should have filed with the Town a Mining Permit for the Wendel Pit for 2015 and paid the $200 fee.  Supervisor Eppolito will follow up on this permit.  This pit is still in the name of Cold Spring Construction with the DEC even though it may be in the process of being transferred to Gernatt Asphalt Products.
d)  Councilman Drake asked about installation of the Right to Farm signs. 

Hwy Supt Dains and his department will assist.  These will be installed now that the weather is nicer.

e) Town Clerk Schweikert reviewed the 2015 Tax Collection with the 

Board.   The tax bills were mailed on February 13, 2015.  Residents who had a “forward” on their mail did not get their bills until the day the taxes were due or after the tax period.  The mail went through the central location of the Post Office where forwarded mail is sorted.  The yellow labels on their tax bills show the date of March 12, 2015 as the forward date.  The Post Office has no explanation of the delay.  The Erie County Tax Act states that “failure to mail any such statement, or failure of any such owner to receive the same, shall not in any way affect the validity of the taxes or interest prescribed by law with respect thereto.”  The Tax Act also states that “neither the collecting officer nor the town board may waive such interest.”   Next fall, Town Clerk Schweikert will put a notice in the Journal reminding residents to advise her office of the address where they will be getting their mail and her office will send the bills directly to that address.  Tax information is always available on the Town’s website.  

f) Supervisor Eppolito advised that Zoning Board of Appeals member, 

Edwin F. Heary, Jr.’s term has expired.  He needs to reappointed to the Board and also be reappointed as Chairman of that Board.  Motion by Councilman Krezmien, seconded by Councilwoman King, to reappoint Edwin F. Heary, Jr., to the Zoning Board of Appeals for a five year term from August 2014 to August 2019 and also reappoint Edwin F. Heary, Jr., as Chairman of the Zoning Board of Appeals for that same term.  

Councilwoman King, Councilmen Krezmien, Salzler & Drake; Supervisor Eppolito voting aye.  Carried.










g)  Supervisor Eppolito  stated that four years ago he started working 

with Brant and Eden after the 2009 flood to be proactive with regard to Cattaraugus Creek.  Now there is a group called the Water Quality Committee that meets every other month.  Two County Legislators are now involved.  The Committee just got notice from Senator Gallivan’s Office that the Committee just received $250,000 towards Lake Erie clean up.
